Memory less

Definition: A System is said to be memory less when its output is dependent upon

 Only its present value, and not on the past or future.
Example:

y = 3x (t) - this system is memory less because ‘y’ only depends on the present values of ‘t’.

Counter Example: 

y = x (t+4) – this system is with memory or “non memory less” as y depends on the future value of x.
